United Kingdom 
Brexit and Fees for British students 

• Returning to the UK for study 
• You will continue to be eligible for financial support for 

courses and apprenticeships starting in the UK until 31 

December 2027 including: 

• Home fee status (the fee rate that students who live in 

the UK are charged) 

• Student Finance support 

• Further Education 19+ funding

optional college level courses.   

 Both are administered by College Board 

 Both sets of exams can be taken at IBS in 

Luynes (fees to pay) during the year
